Actions To Take: (Homework, Leadership Activity, Community Service, Industry/Community Experience—job shadow, internship, etc.)

	Day 1 – Teach PowerPoint called “what is an Entrepreneur”. Stop at key intervals to allow students to 
Use guided notes and fulfill activities. When you reach the portion where it says “Developing

Characteristics” stop and use the resources to practice each method. Have the students read an article on 

Wally Amos and then have a small discussion on Wally and why he was such a great entrepreneur. Then

Have students write about Wally in the section provided in the guided notes. After writing for 15-20 minutes

Have students watch a video clip on Wally Amos and how he achieved the success he has. Finally, when 

The clip is over have them read the problem scenario in the guided notes and brainstorm possible 

Solutions with their neighbor. Tell the students that they may be expected to share. 

Day 2 – Use a variety of leadership/skill building exercises to work on skills like communication, creativity, 

Determination, etc. (refer to ppt for skills). If time give students the “entrepreneurial skills WS” and have 

Them write about a time in their lives when they have demonstrated the skill/characteristic. After students 

Finish, ask each student to share one instance. 

Day 3 – Explain to students the guidelines for the “Entrepreneur Project” and then provide time in the lab
To work on projects

Day 4 – Time in the lab to work on paper and presentation

Day 5 – Time in the lab to work on paper and presentation

Day 6 – Presentations, use rubric with project guidelines

Day 7 – Presentations, use rubric with project guidelines.
