Retail Distribution Assignment 
The purpose of this assignment is for students to learn first hand the differences between different kinds of retail outlets. 

For this assignment students choose any product (not a brand name but a product). Some examples might be oil, a small appliance, a computer, a VCR, a coffee maker, etc. 

Then students visit at least three different types of stores that sell this kind of product (i.e., department store, discount store, supermarket, etc.). For each store answer the following questions: 

1. Store name, location, type of store. 

2. Location of the product within the store. 

3. How is the product displayed? Any special displays or promo-tions? 

4. What brands, sizes, etc. are available at this store. (In stores with very large selections only a general description of available products is necessary.) 

5. What are the price ranges for this product in this store? 

6. Optional Bonus Question: 
Find a manager in the store or department and ask them: 

a. How important is this product to this store (relative volume sold)? 

b. How does the product get to the store?
